Of course our baths are supplied from the
ordinary Happy Valley Reservoir, and, thanks to
the courtesy of the Sanitary Engineer, we have now
an extra and unlimited supply. Our boarding-
school has been full. We have had an average of
thirty boarders all the year. The girls are well and
happy, enjoyisg cricket and tennis and their
studies as healthy girls should. , :

We have had delightful Saturday excarsions In
the snmmer to Glenelg, where most of our girls
Jearn to swim, and during the spring glorious drives
to Hallett's Cove or tho hills, bent on geological
and botanical research. _
