The collections had evidently been
made on educational lines, iliustraling the lypical
rocks of thereolony, correctly arranged in their re-
gpective classes, wilh a considerable range of yarieties
(i Lthe different classes. A few errors occurred in the
naming of the specimuens as well as in the localities
from which the specimens were said to have come ;
but these mistakes were exceptional, and for the
wost part the arrangement and naming of the col-
lections showed a clear understanding of the chief
lithological features of our local rocks and minerals."”
