The aim of the board 1s to
form a national university of music. Lhe
fact Of the Prince of Wales being president
should raise it above all suspicion. We have
no comuvercial intereats to sink in this matter.
If we matke any profit we devote the whole to
musical education. » There cannot be a board
with cleanor hands or purer motives thanthat.
Our standaxd is very much higher than in
other examirationsof the kind beld in Eaglund,
and we requiye more than the usual number of
marks to get the homorary certificate. One
of the principles of the board is thet we will
not hiave anything to do with professors. We
will not allow any professor of music to have
anything to do with it. We think examiua-
tions so sacred that we cannot allow a teacher
to have anything to do with them and our
honorary examiners have nothing to do with
the profession. We do not pay a capitation
grant to anybody to further our work and we
do not intend to do so. A professor of music
should be paid, but not out of examinatione.
Our one aim is the culture and practice of
music in its best vossible form. If we succeed
in our Australiaix connection we hope even-
tually to grant sclbolarships giving tuition to
students in Englund.”
