Sutherland visited Holland; bot he allow-
ed himseli to be bamperdd by facts too
much to soit the taste of the modem
publisher. "tofessor Laurie followed, with
an analytieal siudy of Mr. Butherland’s
greatest work, “The Origin and Growth of
the Morml Instinet,” expressing pride that
an Australinn writer should have written
a boak of such scope and importance. Mr,
