She declines
his advances, and passes onwards, Faust immediately de-
mands the aid of Mephistopheles, but his demon-com-
panion tells him that she iz as innocent in thought as in
deed, and against such pure souls he has no power. How-
ever, he offers as 3 compromise to introduce the lover into
Gretchen's chamber in her absence. Faust eagerly accepts,
ordering his worthy coadjutor to obtain a present for  his
beloved, Of this Mephistopheles highly approves, cyni-
cally remarking that if he gircs her ornaments he is on
the fair way to success.

Meanwhile Margaret, in her little room, is plaiting the
long braids of her auburn hair, and thinking idly, girl-
fashion, of the handsome cavaller who had sccosted hes
that day at the church-door. She leaves the room, and
the enamoured Faust enters it with Mephistopheles, The
latter places a jewel casket in the little cupboard, and
they retreat as Margaret enters. She soon discovers the
casket, opens it, and, like a child-woman as she is, adorns
herself with the pearls, over which she shows almost
rapturons delight, But her mother, discovering them,
handed them over to the representative of Maother Church,
greatly to the distress of poor little bereaved Gretchen.

Gretchen  has a convenient  neighboor, Fran  Martha
Schwerdilein, a kindly, wulgar, common-natured WwWoman.
While Martha is sitting alone by the fire, busied in med.
tationsz on her absent huosband, her litile neighbour runs
in, palpitating with excitement, to announce that the lost
casket has been replaced by another, if possible far more
beauwtiful,  Martha s.fm;a:l.tz.iwn greatly with the child's
joy, and decks her in the new omaments, comforting her
with the suggestion that she can run across at_any time
and wear them at her house, though the gratificavon oi
pablic display must he denied her.

the evident admiration of Martha for himaelf.

The “witness”™ to the death of Schwerdtlein is, of
course, Faust, who thus meets Greichen for the lirst tlime
at Martha's house, As they pass into  the gardes,
Mephistopheles pairs off with Martha, and Faust with
Margarct, While the acute Frau Martha seizes the oc-
casion o depict the miseries of hachlt]ﬂ'l"lill(' to the hap-
less Mephistopheles, the younger pair rapidly make nc-
auaintance. His sweet companion confesses to Faust
that she has already recognised him as the gentleman
that accosted her at the Cathedral door. Then, growing
more confdential, she tells him all the details of - her
homedife in her own pretty, child-like way, and the lovers
tnlk together till nightfall puts an end to their conversa-
tion—mnone too soon for the hunted and harried Megphis-
topheles, who has begun  to find the widow's attentions
somewhat embarrassing. This iz only the first of many
mectings in_ the garden.

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A Note on tlle Stained Glass‘ .Winclnws
of tlle Cntlledral Scene.

Stained glass has many beauties which
are adventitious—the work of Nature rather

than of man.

Light is the life of it. At one moment,
it is an ashy mosaic of irregularly decayed
glass with coarse pitted surfaces, held
together with strips of the least appealing
of all metals—Ilead ; and then the light comes
through and in a flash the full course of its

colour fills the mind,

There is a deceptive sense of the soft tac-
tile surface when light strikes through the
texture of ancient glass. We feel that its
colour would erumble and disintegrate at a
touch, like the powdery scales of a moth's

wings.

The side windows, which are adapted
from the magnificent medallion lancets of
Trinity, Cambridge, are fully characteristic
of 13th Century glass—the early Gothic
period. Several coils of foliage, which ori-
ginally filled the spandrels, have been re-
placed at a later date. They will he evi-
dent if looked for. These foliated borders
constitute one of the most obvious evidences
of the classical strain in the Gothic. They

are, undoubtedly, derived from the acanthus

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and other idealised organic motives of Hel-
lenic art, and suffer little change in the

The central window is of a century later.
It has suffered badly by the ravages of time
and has been replaced in part by 16th Cen-

tury glass.

The figure has the stiff symbolic attitude
of primitive art.  Its draperies are formal
and serve to emphasize at one time a sense
of vigour and an impersonal sublimity,
while yet infused with vitality and move-
ment. The angel of judgment locks down
from its background of a quiet harmony of
benevo-

blues with a, certain serenity of

lence,

The necessary ‘cheek’ to attempt to re-

produce these magnificent creations of
ancient stained glass artists on butter paper
with crude pigments, was inspired by the
enthusiasm of Mr. Shall. My only hope is
that those that see them may share the joy
that they have given me during the two
week-ends that I spent working on them.

Introductory

Faust is not yet lost to all sense of right. As he sees
more and more clearly how utterly he holds argaret’s
soul in his hands, remorse seizes on him. The city grows
hateful to him; and he passes from out its gates 1o think
out the gquestion of his future conduct alone with  his
own soul. In lonely commuanion with XNature, he faces
the problem of hiz relations with Margaret. Apart from
the influence of his demon-companion the weak-willed,
though mnot yet wicked, Faust, can see on_ what brink
he stamds.  Wron

enough has he done to Gretchen,
final wrong he will not do. He will leave her at wh
cost of pain 1o both, But Mephistopheles has ¢
him to his retirement, and the sneering fiend, by  his
diabolical sarcasms amd suggestions, puts Hight w  all
better thomghts. From this time we feel that Faust is
as surely lost as if the dreadinl compact were already
fulfilled.

The next scene iz again laid in Martha"s garden, A
breath of the old garden st Sesenheim  seems to  Hoat
through it. It is here that the magnificent confession of
faith occurs, which, though speoken hy Faust, might Dbe
that of Goethe himself. It is, perhaps, the most sustainedly
poctic passage in the play. ;

In her woman-like and tender anxiety for eternal
salvation of the man she loves, Margaret questions her
lover om his religious faith, and is half vexed that no definiie
profession can e drawp from him. For this she hlames
VMephistopheles, as her own pure nature leads her to distrust
the man in whose presence she cannot pray, and under
whose eve even her great love for Fanst seems to die away.
Faust asks her to grant him a meeting in her chamber at
midnight, where they may be safe from his ever-prymg
eyes, giving her at the same lime a sleeping-dranght 1o
administer to her mother, so-that their interview may not
he intruded on; and Gretchen immocently grants his reqguest,

The sleeping draught, by diabolical agency, proves fatal
to her mother. This tragedy is scarcely past Defore another
follows. Margaret’s brother, Valemtine, haz heard of her
sccret love affair, and of the dark shadows that are already
beginning to gather vound her fair fame. All the young
soldier’s pride in his sister turns to fiery passion against
the author of her ruin.  In the grey of the moming he sees
1w dark figures under the window, and at once challenges
the seducer of his sister. The white blades cross in the
moonlight. Faust’s sntanic second lends strength to his arm,
and Valentine falle. He dies in Margaret’s arms, denounc-
ing her seerct guilt to the crowd that gathers round lim.

The unrelieved intensity of the last few scenes has been
such that we feel it a Tt‘ii.t‘{ to leave Margaret for a while,
and follow Faust and Mephistopheles to the Harz Mountains,
where the great witch-festival of Walpurgis ght is going
~a. Tt is a significant fact in the history of Faust's meral
degradation, that the rehined  student who in the carlier
