Invaluable Wireless.

When asked why it was that the Anrora!
did not get into communication with Aus-
tralia by wircless on her way up from the
Antarctic, Dr.,’ Mawson stated that the
wireés had been fitted up from the start,
and they had been able to hear all the mes-
sages frpm Aunstralia as soon as they came
out from the ice; but they had not troubled
1o get ont the heavier transmitting gear,
becausesit would not have meant a very
yreat advantage to them, and it was im-
serative that they should economise their
space. The room that would. havie been
required for 8 wireless apparptns  was
urgently needed for laboratory. work. “Our
wireless plant,” he pdded, “on the whole,
was remarkably ‘succescful, but we were
disappointed 1n the amount of stuff we
iransmitted. The hurricanes hampered vs
very much, and even this year, when we
wot the masts up early, the drifting snow
which is just like one of the severe dust-
storms of the north, came along charged
with  electrivity, and the wires were fizzing
and gparking =o that imu conld not tell the
message from the other dots and dashes.
