Dr. Mawson,, in replying to the toast
of his health, said that he was not
rushing away to England to gve the
centre of the Empire the first story of his
expedition, but it was purely to get a
popular publication of the expedition un-
der way. This had to be done in order
to complete the funds of the expedition.

the expedition was arranged.  He said
that popular lectures will take place in
Austiralia, before they are delivered in
England, and Australia should hear first
of the expedition. (Applause.)
