For example, it is necessary to include the
fact that one has been born somewhere at
some {ime. | was born in a little house just
outside of a town called Franklinville, which
is located in the western part of New York
State, in the year 1916. | arrived on the
full crest of one of theworst floods that
territory has ever seen. This was a natural
birth with a vengeance, because there was
no help available.

Surviving all minor cuts and bruises, includ-
ing a broken arm due to experiments in
flying from the top of our apple tree without
benefit of parachute, | scrambled my way.

Bachelor of Arts degree, majoring in Speech
