To achieve gue-
c¢ss in n. marked degree as & pioneer inves-
tigator requires cquipments which the ordi-
nary student does wubt usually possess,
There must be the scientific temperament.

But scien-
tific knowledge is not conlined to the men
who are able to explote new fields. Many
an amateur in whom the scientific spirt
has been quickened attains to a consider-
sble proficiency in ome-or another of the
numerous departments of knowledge, ul-
though he may cuntn!;u(;n little or nothing
to the great mass of information which 1s
being slowly but surely accumulated. Some-
thing i3 acromplished if a large body of stu-
dents are directed to"expend their energies
glong right lines.  Although it may mot Le
quite true that knowledge is power, it 8
indisputably an ingtrpment susceptible of
being used for powerful ends. 1f the asso-
cintion stands for pure scienrce there 15 an
ipfluence emanating from all knowledze
which finds expression :in practical form.
