In Adelaide there®are Bookselhng
Institutions subsidised by the Govern-
ment, Heads of Institutions paid out

of the pockets of local people, who
import  large  quantitics  of  books
through agencies in Engalnd, and by

s0 doing are able to sell these books
to the public at . a lower price than
the local Bookseller, who has 1o pay
meet high

ocal taxes, mamtain staffs,
lc ;

. overhead charges and take big risks n

stocking books whose sale is frequent-
v very uncertain. .

These unfair commprenitors mcur no
risks, have no heavy husiness cxpenscs
such as are born by the shopkeeper
and carry no stocks at their own per-
sonal responsibility.  They compete in
this unfair way with the legitunate
trader who 15 anxious to provide the
best and most comprehiensive range ol
bhooks and who 15 prepared to take
g risks in providing for the hook-
huving public.

Lifting the question from the merely
commercial basis to lgher grounds, |
there 15 a wider and nobler reason why
this nmibbling prices should be discount-
enanced. It is the educational inHu- |
cince that  well-condutced hookshops
h"l."it. on the community — the oppor- |
tunity they extend for stimulating |
1!mu3,ln and the desire for knowledge,
It 15 no exaggeration to say that the
members of our Association have this
continually m wview. Whether their
stocks consist of theology, technical

and industrial books, or represent the |

wiider helds of science, art and letters,
they are all contributing to this end,
citirely at their own individual risk.
When it is known that the net in-
comes from hrst-class bookshops are
incomparably  smaller than those of
second-rate sweet-shops, can it be only
for the sake of profit that booksellers
continue as such:s The idea 15 simply
ridicnlons : the more so when the dis-
parity in capifal is considercd.

If any further evidence for the edu-

cational necessity for the existence of

hookshops be sought, we venture to
attach an extract from the important
document issued by H.M. Stationery
Office, on “The Teaching of
m  England.”
