I think 1t 18 time something were done with respact
to the Secretary and Editorial Committes of the C.P.8. Two
end a half years ago I was foroed to reaign & long-stanéing
Fallowahlp of the Boolety through the attitude of one, A.H.
Wilaon, whom I do not know apart from this ocorresvondenca.

The eltustion was that M.8.B rtlett thought he had
fietected &an error in a paper of mine dealkng with a test
of signiflicence originally put forward by Y.W.Bshrens.
Bartlett's paper purporting to expose this error was
publiahed by the Boolety, without notification by him or
them to ma as the author oritiolaed; m theraby took the
ordinary risk of recelving & reply. The Referee obleoted
to my reply on the ground thet I hrd chosen & degenerate
oage, although this osse was not chosen by me, but by
Burtlett, and relterated a nunber of facts which I had
demonstrated and emphasised in my note, as though I had
overlooked them and as though they were opposed to my polint
of vieaw. Neverthelesa, Yr Wilson and his Committee

decided to refuds publication of my anawer in whigh I gave



my grounds for dissenting from Bartlett's conclusiona. This
couree wis, I think, particularly cbjectionable aa I hed

been myself responsible for firet putting forward the fiducial
argument, &nd had, therefore, to continue to shoulder the
responsibllity of preventing 1ts being misunderetood, as I
think Bartlett had done.

The excuse was put forward that I had misrepresented
Bartlett, but when Wilaon was challanged to olte the
particular passage which wae thought to be a misrepresentation,
with & view to my modifying 1t if it really seemed to be euch,
he falled to produce any osse.

I do not know who 1a reeponsible for the mansgement
of the Philosophloal Boolety, bat think it muat contain a
aufficient number of reascnable men to oconclude that this
is not & reascnable or poussible way to treat Fellows of the
Scolety. 1 am encleelng the correspondence, in case it may
be of servlice in getting the Boolety to oconduct ite busineas
in a nore tolarant way.
