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AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION: IS 
IT NECESSARY? 

In his address at the opening of the 
Darling Laborato ry at the vVaite Institute 
recently Dr. Richardson made a plea for 
more research and education in agricultLll"e. 
He pointed out the direct value 0 f such a 
policy, quoting the example that one bushel 
of wheat per acre increase would mean 
£3 ,000,000 annualJy to Australia, and 10 
lb. more hutter-fat per cow £2,000,000 
anllually. The subject of agricultural 
• 
Improvement is of vital importance to us, 
and ou r national existence depends on the 
rate of our progress compared with that of 
rival nations. 

!Juring a period of such financial difficulty 
as the present our system of agricultural 
edltcation should come under direct inquiry, 
a<, all expenditure entered upon by the 

• tate 11111 t justi r y itself even from a 

monetary point of view alone. South 
Australia spends one-thirteenth of its total 
Budget on education, and in some cOtlntTies. 
such as Holland. Denmark, and Sweden, 
this reaches one-fiI tho The importance 
attached to agricultural education in some 
other countries may be seen from the 
following. 

In England the area available for agricul­
ture is only a small fraction of that of 
Australia. Primary production is relatively 
unimportant, and is a sideline in Govern­
ment consideration. England has fourteen 
agricultural colleges, costing approximately 
£312,000 annually. of which £20,000 is 
distributed in scholarships. Criticism is 
continually being levelled at the system by 
Englishmen, who maintain that its greatest 
defects are in it~ incompleteness and the 
fact that the Conn ties are l1\1t compelled 
Lu pruviue agricultural education. 
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The pl·e:-.ell t situation in 
illtere~ting. The amount 
agricllltlll'al education in 
£12,800,000 per annum, and 
item all the educational bill.

fi ,-e and a half millions is spent on agricul­
tural colleges, and the remainder on experi­
ment stations and departments of agricul­
ture. and practically every Federal Congres·s 
for many years past has materially increased 
this expenditure. On the basis of the 
population of South Australia being one 
t\\'o-huncL-edth of that of U.S.A., our 
proportional allottment is £27,000 on 
agricultural college. Fourteen thousand 
American students are taking a degree 
course in agriculture. South AUistralia 
has less than one-fifth of a proportionate 
number, ancl in the High Schools of U. S .A. 
130,000 are doing specialized agricultural 
courses. 

Take, for compari 011, a single representa­
tiYe tate such as Imya, with a population 
of two and a quarter millions (f our 
times outh Australia ) and an area of 
55,000 square miles (one-seventh of South 
Australia ) . Iowa has an agricultural 
college with a capital ',taltle of £800,000, at 
which 1,500 full-time students (twenty 
times South Australia ) and 7,000 part-time 
students attend. This is indicative of the 
general trend throughout America. Yet 

LJ.S.A. has an enormous prorlucti()11 frum 
its secondary illdll ~ tries and a huge eX\J'JTt 
trade. H ow is it that we, who rely solely 
011 our exported primary produce for OUr 
credit overseas, lag so far behind? \Vhat­
ever the fault s we may point at the 
Americans, a keen business sense is one of 
their attrihutes, ami they woul d not embark 
on any such expenditure were they 11 0t 

firmly convinced that the expense was 
directly coupled with increased returns. 

As a State the well-being of our primary 
industries is tbe cont rolling factor of our 
existence. In the past Our prosperity has 
been due to the f act that Ollr primary 
industries have been economic and progres­
sive. N ow, other countries which are in 
world competit ion with u s are striding 
ahead by the direct application of science 
to their agriculture, and we are faced by 
the possibility of becoming crippled in both 
industry and production. There is 110 

reason why we should not keep pace with 
them in their progress, and even lead 
instead of being content to follow. The 
only method of doing thi s and averting the 
calamity of becoming a back number in 
worlc1 consideration is by general and 
permanent improvement in our agriculture, 
and to achieve this economically our policy

"This day to RA,C. to see a jolly band of

The Principal first expressed ou r regret at the 
absence of the Premier and the Ministe r fOJ 
Agnculture who we had hoped would be 
present, and our pride and pleasure in having 
the Commission er of Crown Lands, the Hon . 
G. F Tenkins. an Old Studen t of the early 
'ninetles, to preside at the celebra tion of the 
closing of the forty-fifth year of College histo ry. 
He also paid a tribute to t he sympathetic 
administration of the B on. J. Cowan, M.L.C., 
our Ministerial head 

The number of enrolments reached the record 
total of 73, of which 72 were in residence at 
one tllne. The s tuden t registe r might be 
dh'ided into decennial periods of average enrol 
men ts of 18, 44, 52, anrl 59, and now it appeared 
tba t the total of 70 would be mainta ined again 
next year. These figu res ind ica ted the con­
stantly increasing strength and p opularity of 
the College. 

Of the 73 students m entioned 17 have 
U niversi ty matricula tion a nd 15 contemplate 
taking the degree of B .Ag.Sc. a record 
probably uniq ue in t he h isto ry of Agricultural 
Colleges in Austral ia . Forty-three per cent. 
had gai ned theIr J nte rm ediate ce rtificates, a 
qualification we ultima tely hoped t o make 
compulsory 

An innovation had been a course for B.Ag.Sc. 
turlents of th e V nive rsity, which involved 

lh('orelical in stru r tion in all College technical 
• IhjulS. T hpse slu r\ents must do a practical 

,u1' ~ d11ring their vacatiuns. This course , 
wlil(' ~ (' ,e 1lC) \ 1'1\'(' the Dipluma, had been 
fmpll'(p'l by th,, ·,' stud('nLs [rom the Tearhers' 

Training College . The students included six 
other Education Department trainees, three of 
whom had now won the Diploma. A.ll these 
would strengthen the agricultural teaching in 
the Department's schools, and they are an 
Illustration of the mutually advantageous 
co-operation tha t has existed be tween the 
D epartment and the College in recent years. 

A tribute was paid to the memory and 
admirable qualities of the late :\Ir. 'IV. T. McCoy, 
and congratulations were extended to his 
su ccessor in the Directorship of the Depart­
ment of Education, i\Ir. Adey. 

Old Students who had distinguished them­
selyes during the year included A. B . Cashmore, 
who completed his B .Sc course , and 'V. V. 
Ludbrook, who had b een awarded a travelling 
scholarship b y the Commonwealth Council of 
Scientific and Industrial Research . K. vVeiden· 
hofe r ( 1927 ) hacl proceeded to Montpelier 
College, in France. to take a special course in 
winemaking. 

Gratifying s uccesses of Old Students 011 the 
la nel we re too numerOllS t o mention now, and 
reference was made to the [act that, during 
the year fiye graduates had ayailed themselves . , 
of the l)I'o\') sions of the Agricultural Graduates 
Land Settlem,ent Act. 

Improvements at the College included new 
refrigerator equipment and a \-ehide-shed. with 
farm ortke, store , and harness-room. A metal 
road , now continuous for the first time, COIl­

('''llege yote. Three new staff-houses had beeD

The comulIled fallow and crop season had 
been the dne~t all record, and, whde some crops 
Wl're practically failure,;. those SOWll on fallow 
had yielderl well, some UCll1g aboye tbe average. 
The practlcal work of students has been yen 
good. equipment was efficient. a record area of 
1.150 acres bad been sown. and 500 acres of 
(allow had been prepared. while 300 acres of 
stubble bad alread \. been broken up.

In field expenment work 250 acres were 
harvested. the amount of Irrigation work had 
been increased III orchard and vineyard, and 
the hIgh position held by our piggery and dairy 
studs had been well mall1tained The South· 
down stud harl heen strengthened and the 
eqUIpment of the poultry·yards improyed. 

The disastrous conditIOns suffered in recent 
years by the woolgrower were reflected in the 
lighter clIp and lower pnces obtained. the net 
return being about one·third of the average 
of a few years ago. 

I n scholastic work the policy of enlarging 
the <cope of the theoretical work and raising 
the standard wi thou t sacrificing practical effi· 
ciency had been continued. The work done 
b,' _tudents had been good. and it included a 
certain amount of reading and independent 
i1l\'estigation in many cases. 

Of the eighteen Seniors. 14 gained their 
Diplomas and four had supplementary examina· 
tions to complete. A total of 396 Diplomas 
had been won References were then made to 
the most successful students in the prize·list, 
which is given in detail below.

The train descends the steep slope rapidly 
until it reaches sea-level, where it draws 
into the station. Leaving the station the 
train runs a10ng a ~ow embankment of 
earth which, together with a short iron 
bridge, spans a narrow arm of the river. 
From here another tunnel is entered, and, 
upon emerging, the famous bridge can be 
seen, a bare two hundred yards distant.

During the \Var this bridge was strongly 
guarded, lest any attempts were made to 
sever the only rail conection with Brisbane 
and the North. This was no unnecessarv

precaution, for several attempts were macle 
to blow up the bridge, but they were 
prevented by the vigilance of the guard. 
\"'hile passing over the bridge the great 
depth and swirling waters below cause 
quite a giddy sensation 011 looking down. 

After pas ing over the bridge the line 
runs along a ledge cut in the side of the hill. 
The sheer hillside towers above on the one 
side, while. at a cli::.tance of a few feet on 
the other, there is a drop of several feet 
to the water. 

The riyer flows into Broken Bay; its 
waters are quite salt, and are everywhere 
used for ovster-becls. r\ number of pieces

of wood, eighteen inches to t,,·o feet in 
length, are placed in the sand at low tide, 
and to these the baby oysters cling. They

are fed daily with bran, and they remain

attached to the wood tmtil they are 
sufficienth' large tu be gathered and old

at the markets, 
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The ri\'cr at t his point is almost half 
a milc in \\'iclth. and opens out into Broken 
Bay. "'ith the hills on every sidc, the , 

whole scene resemhles a large lake with the 
train nHl\'ing" round the edge. Thus, at 
sunsct, whcn all is calm, the reflection of 
the golden-tipped mountains in the placid 
stillnes~ of the waters presents a truly 
magn i ticen t panorama.

At the opening of the Roseworthy College 

on the 3rd of February, 1885, the Minister 
of the day did not attend, thinking, no 
doubt. it \\'as unworthy of his presence. 
So the College was opened with the assis­
tance of a few friends of agricultural educa­
tion, and the proceedings made a great 
impre sion on us. One speaker said­
" The eyes of the colony are on the students, 
anel upon their success will the prosperity 
of the College depend." And, being so 
few, we felt this a heavy load to bear. 

For thc first year, which was divided 
intn two <;essioIlS, the students 'were divided 
int II two classes called Practical and 
ScientifiC. The scientific class was not

For the ft rst six months there lI' a..; not 
a textbook ill the College and only Pro fessor 

ustallce to teach. I Jis hrother was F arm 
Manager, and there were three farm hands 
. t\yO for the teams and one f or stock and 
odd jobs. Tn thc ft rst session Professor 
Custance lectured on agriculture ( including 
stock and animal life ) , botany , mechanics. 
mensuration. surveying , entomology, and 
hook-keeping. J fe was a man of restless 
energy. One would think this was enough 
to keep him employed , but he would on 
occasions lecture to farmers and he 
answered by letter all sorts of inquiries. 
An extract from his first report will show 
something of the forcefulness of his 
character. Dra\\'ing attention to the lack 
of teaching help, he wrote: " A resident 
assistant to help me in teaching the subjects 
mentioned in the prospectus was refused 
more than once, consequently s ome of the 
subjects have not been taught. O ur work, 
therefore, during the past session has been 
guided to ome extent by the fact that my 
physical strength would not permit me to 
work longer than from 6.30 a.m. to 10 or 
11 o'clock at night, including Sunday work 
as well." 

There is a good story of the Professor 
that will stand retelling. There was a 
law case about fallowing, and the lawyer 
argued that fallow was land left out to 
grass. Professor Cl1stance IVa calleLl to

the staff." The Professor always addressed 
the student as" Mr," I ,;vas swelled up 
with importance, being able to say to the 
"Pro,," as we called him, and the staff, 
" Do this and he doeth it, go and he gaeth," 
and we had a very enjoyable game, The 
staff \\'on, owing mainly to the hurricane 
hitting of Exer ancl the fact that the 
students were without their regular bowlers. 

One incident of this game lives in my 
memorv Mr. Brown, the Conservator of -
Fore. ts, was field ing at mid-'wicket when 
a ball was hit with terrific f orce straight 
for him. He did a right about t urn, got 
the ball on the seat of his pants, and hopped 
like a kangaroo . causing roars of laughter 
from both staff and students. 

There were fifteen students at the 
opening of the College, and at the beginning 
of the secund session six teen. Vlfe would 
tart at 6.30 a.m. with a farm das's, when 

we would be taken over the farm, and, in 
a conversational way, matters of interest

Two students had dropped out during the 
first session, and the tSecond one opened 
with three new students, and now we had 
a cricket team with umpire and scorer 
complete. The first match was played with 
an Angle Vale team and was won by the 
College. Our leading bowler secured six 
wickets for six runs. 

Our books arrived from England about 
this time, and Mr. Molesworth was engaged 
to teach Chemistry, which was done in a 
tin room. Mr. Brown, the Conservator 
of Forests, gave some lectures on tree 
culture, and the late Thomas Hardy gave 
an address on the cultivation of the vine. 

The Government of the day were 
discussing the need for a remedy for red 
rust, as the wheat crops were spoiled and 
the sample and yield ruined by this disease. 
Professor Custance held the opinion that, 
as in the case of phylloxera of the vine, 
the remedy would be found in developing 
a rust-re -istant wheat. Many of the 
farmers were quite in the dark as to what 
caused the trouble. and the common idea 
wa. that a rush of sap causecl it to break 
out like the gumming of trees. and there 
was many a doubting Thomas when Pro-

o 

fe~sor Custance explained that red rust 
was a r ungus a parasite that grew on 
liying green plants and that there was not 
only one hut two rusts. Professor 
Custance did a lot of work with the 
microscope on take-all, and gave it as his 

• 
verdict that it was a fungus too, growl11g 
on the stem at ground-level of the plants. 

The students were a very happy family.

\\'as a flock of merino sheep I think 800, 
but I am not sure. I do know they were 
band-fed. and all the straw was mixed with 
hay and chaffed and fed to them with 
pulped mangold and turnip roots, and any 
kale and sorghum available. 

The great trouble in those days was the 
water supply, and many of the dams were 
dry. These. since the Barossa water was 
laid on, haye been filled up with the 
exception of the present swimming-pool. 
\\' e drilled tbe wheat, but the manure had 
to be broadcast as the combined seed and 
manure drill was not then invented. Of

In looking back on Prof essor Cllstance's 
\\'ork, even if every thing he advocated was 
110t a success . he was a man of vision, a 
long way before his time, and it was a 
pity be did not stop a year or two longer 
at R oseworthv to clinch his work. He • 

was the finest teacher I ever sat under; he 
made the subject so clear that, if the student 
was like the wayfaring man, he could not 
err therein, 

Our S undays were a dr eary sort of day, 
but the ministers of the various Churches 
in Gawler came and conducted services. 
This was interesting, as it brought home to 
us that the vie wpoints of all of them were 
Illuch the same, widen ing our outlook and 
making us more charitable. If no preacher 
,,'as available Professor Cllstance gave an 
address, always teaching that it was not 
creed and profession that mattered so much 
as character, not orthodoxy or blowing of 
I rllmpets and beating of drums, but r ight 
living. Mrs. Custance saw to the music 
and t ook charge of the organ, much to our 
JOy. 

The students formed a Literary Society 
and M ock Parliament. Members wrote 
papers on agricultural matters, which were 
di scllssed and criticized. Questions were 
debated and mock parliaments held. All 
thi s was valuable educational experience. as 
it taught students to speak in public and 
to be able to state their views a nd d~h<tl~ 
questions on a public platform.

T he fan and 
brine co;'l system is used t o m aintain an 

adequa t e fresh-a ir circulati on throughout the 
curing-room . Th e concentrated m ilk is usecl 
in ice-cream manu fact u re. The plant will 
condense 750 ga l10ns in two and three·quarter 
hours, r educ:ng to 240 gallons, about two­
thirds bcing e\-aporated. the finished p roduct 
hav ing a fa t lest of 11 per cent. The plant 
works a t a vacu u m of 25 inches, causing the 
milk t o boil at a pp roximately 120 degree, 
Fahr. All fre~h milk is pasteurized before 
transp ort, a nd cooled to 35 degrees Fahr. A 
big railway van contai ns six tanks with a 
total capacity of 4,100 ga ls . These tanks are 
also transp ortable, and can be wheeled into 
traile rs tha t are dra wn beh ind the lorries 
They are cylindrical a nd tinned.copper lined. 
I have had all round ex.pe rience in this factory 
and I d on 't think I could be tter it in any 
fa c tory in the Sta te. I send my b est rega rr!.
